The book represents a basic support for a master course in
electromagnetism oriented to numerical simulation. The
main goal of the book is that the reader knows the

boundary-value problems of partial differential equations
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that should be solved in order to perform computer
simulation of electromagnetic processes. Moreover it
includes a part devoted to electric circuit theory based on
ordinary differential equations. The book is mainly oriented
to electric engineering applications, going from the general
to the specific, namely, from the full Maxwell’ s equations
to the particular cases of electrostatics, direct current,
magnetostatics and eddy currents models. Apart from
standard exercises related to analytical calculus, the book
includes some others oriented to real-life applications
solved with MaxFEM free simulation software.

This book is designed as an advanced undergraduate or a

first-year graduate course for students from various
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disciplines like applied mathematics, physics, engineering. It
has evolved while teaching courses on partial differential
equations during the last decade at the Politecnico of Milan.
The main purpose of these courses was twofold: on the one
hand, to train the students to appreciate the interplay
between theory and modelling in problems arising in the
applied sciences and on the other hand to give them a solid
background for numerical methods, such as finite
differences and finite elements.

The book collects over 120 exercises on different subjects of
Mathematical Finance, including Option Pricing, Risk
Theory, and Interest Rate Models. Many of the exercises are

solved, while others are only proposed. Every chapter

contains an introductory section illustrating the main
theoretical results necessary to solve the exercises. The book
is intended as an exercise textbook to accompany graduate
courses in mathematical finance offered at many
universities as part of degree programs in Applied and
Industrial Mathematics, Mathematical Engineering, and
Quantitative Finance.

This book pursues the accurate study of the mathematical
foundations of Quantum Theories. It may be considered an
introductory text on linear functional analysis with a focus
on Hilbert spaces. Specific attention is given to spectral
theory features that are relevant in physics. Having left the

physical phenomenology in the background, it is the formal
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and logical aspects of the theory that are privileged.
Another not lesser purpose is to collect in one place a
number of useful rigorous statements on the mathematical
structure of Quantum Mechanics, including some
elementary, yet fundamental, results on the Algebraic
Formulation of Quantum Theories. In the attempt to reach
out to Master's or PhD students, both in physics and
mathematics, the material is designed to be self-contained:
itincludes a summary of point-set topology and abstract
measure theory, together with an appendix on differential
geometry. The book should benefit established researchers
to organise and present the profusion of advanced material
disseminated in the literature. Most chapters are

accompanied by exercises, many of which are solved
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explicitly.

This book provides an introduction to the analysis of
discrete dynamical systems. The content is presented by an
unitary approach that blends the perspective of
mathematical modeling together with the ones of several
discipline as Mathematical Analysis, Linear Algebra,
Numerical Analysis, Systems Theory and Probability. After a
preliminary discussion of several models, the main tools for
the study of linear and non-linear scalar dynamical systems
are presented, paying particular attention to the stability
analysis. Linear difference equations are studied in detail
and an elementary introduction of Z and Discrete Fourier

Transform is presented. A whole chapter is devoted to the
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study of bifurcations and chaotic dynamics. One-step vector-
valued dynamical systems are the subject of three chapters,
where the reader can find the applications to positive
systems, Markov chains, networks and search engines. The
book is addressed mainly to students in Mathematics,
Engineering, Physics, Chemistry, Biology and Economics.
The exposition is self-contained: some appendices present
prerequisites, algorithms and suggestions for computer
simulations. The analysis of several examples is enriched by
the proposition of many related exercises of increasing
difficulty; in the last chapter the detailed solution is given
for most of them.

This book is concerned with one of the most fundamental
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questions of mathematics: the relationship between
algebraic formulas and geometric images. At one of the first
international mathematical congresses (in Paris in 1900),
Hilbert stated a special case of this question in the form of
his 16th problem (from his list of 23 problems left over from
the nineteenth century as a legacy for the twentieth
century). In spite of the simplicity and importance of this
problem (including its numerous applications), it remains
unsolved to this day (although, as you will now see, many
remarkable results have been discovered).

This book is an introduction to mathematical biology for
students with no experience in biology, but who have some

mathematical background. The work is focused on
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population dynamics and ecology, following a tradition that
goes back to Lotka and Volterra, and includes a part
devoted to the spread of infectious diseases, a field where
mathematical modeling is extremely popular. These themes
are used as the area where to understand different types of
mathematical modeling and the possible meaning of
qualitative agreement of modeling with data. The book also
includes a collections of problems designed to approach
more advanced questions. This material has been used in
the courses at the University of Trento, directed at students
in their fourth year of studies in Mathematics. It can also be
used as a reference as it provides up-to-date developments
in several areas.
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The purpose of the volume is to provide a support textbook
for a second lecture course on Mathematical Analysis. The
contents are organised to suit, in particular, students of
Engineering, Computer Science and Physics, all areas in
which mathematical tools play a crucial role. The basic
notions and methods concerning integral and differential
calculus for multivariable functions, series of functions and
ordinary differential equations are presented in a manner
that elicits critical reading and prompts a hands-on
approach to concrete applications. The pedagogical layout
echoes the one used in the companion text Mathematical
Analysis I. The book’ s structure has a specifically-designed
modular nature, which allows for great flexibility in the

preparation of a lecture course on Mathematical Analysis.
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The style privileges clarity in the exposition and a linear
progression through the theory. The material is organised
on two levels. The first, reflected in this book, allows
students to grasp the essential ideas, familiarise with the
corresponding key techniques and find the proofs of the
main results. The second level enables the strongly
motivated reader to explore further into the subject, by
studying also the material contained in the appendices.
Definitions are enriched by many examples, which illustrate
the properties discussed. A host of solved exercises
complete the text, at least half of which guide the reader to
the solution. This new edition features additional material
with the aim of matching the widest range of educational

choices for a second course of Mathematical Analysis.
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
